Additional Victorian Travel Requirements

This is a guide only. Go to SA.GOV.AU to view specific requirements relating to your personal circumstances. 
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*Note- A person must have been in SA or a ‘Low Community Transmission Zone’ (ACT, NSW, NT, QLD, TAS, WA & VIC- other than Greater 
Melbourne including teh Shire of Mitchell) for 14 days prior to entering SA in order to enter without restrictions. A person can travel through 
Victoria from a Low Community Transmission Zone providing they wear a face mask when in contact with the public and travel via the most 
direct and practicable route not stopping unless for emergency/respite/essential purposes.
